2. Minutes of the Previous Meeting – approved as a correct record. P:CA, S:MC.

3. Matters arising from the Minutes -  none

4. Correspondence
4.1 Request from Baysgarth School to visit the plots on 2 October. Three GCSE Horticulture Students attended and viewed the plots and facilities, sampled produce and a cupcake. Would like to return in spring.
4.2 Letter from the bank, we will not be able to pay cheques in vis the Hub from the end of December.

5. Treasurer’s Report
5.1 Monthly Statement – MC reported a relatively quiet month with most activity being income for the Christmas Meal at the George.    There were a few bits of show related expenditure.
5.2 The balances are £3526.72 available to spend, which represents and increase in funds of £133.60 over the month and £509.75 over the year.  Full monthly accounts are attached to these minutes.

6. Site Managers’ Report 
6.1 Six Monthly Site Inspection Report – The inspection had taken place on 5 October and a report circulated.  Overall the site is in a really good condition with just a few plots needing attention.

· Discussions underway with plot 4o about the IBC stack
· Recommended Notice to Quit for 43a rescinded as plot greatly improved since the inspection.  Advisory letter instead.
6.2  Inspection Rules – a discussion followed about plot holder who get more that one red assessment a year and whether firmer action should be taken to ensure the plots are used as intended.  Agreed a change was needed along the lines that a second red means automatic termination of lease. KS agreed to draft some changes for discussion at the next Committee and then the AGM.
6.3 Plot waiting list – WH advised by email that there were 3 on the waiting list for a full plot, and 7 for a half plot.
6.4 Poly tunnel report – KS was thanked for his report based on the experience of the Beacon Hill Allotment in Cleethorpes who have a large polytunnel where plug plants are grown for plot holders to buy and which is also used a s social space.  With the increasing interest from schools, if we had such a facility it could also be used for educational purposes, and to grow plants for the Ropewalk Garden Day. Agreed in principle to develop the idea but we need to gauge interest from plot holders first.  Agreed to ask plot holder neighbours for their views on:
· would they buy plug plants at similar prices to Beacon Hill eg tomatoes and cucumbers for 75p, most others at 20 or 30p. 
· would they be prepared to assist with growing the plants for sale.
