MINUTES
of the Committee meeting held at 7.00
on Tuesday 4 November 2025 at the Corn Exchange, 
Market Place.

1. Apologies:  John White.

2. Minutes of the Previous Meeting –  approved as a correct record. P: AR, S: WH.

3. Matters arising from the Minutes - none

4. Correspondence - none

5. Treasurer’s Report
5.1 Monthly Statement –  MC reported income from the end of season event, Christmas Meal bookings and Calendar sales and a grant from the Mayor of Barton’s Charity Fund to build a raised bed for Field View Nursery. The expenditure was from the end season buffet, calendar purchase and materials for the raised bed at Field View Nursery.  Full details are in the accounts attached to these minutes.
5.2 Balances at the end of October are as follows:
· Available to spend: £3366.67 of which £482 is for the Christmas Meal and £45.38 from the Mayor’s Charity fund.
· This represents an increase in funds over the month of £163.33.
· This represents an increase in funds over the year of £673.08

6. Site Managers’ Report 
6.1 Site Security – NJ reported on the police response to the reported break in to various sheds on the plots.  He took part in a video call with officers from the Crime Scene Investigation unit who concluded that it was unlikely that any forensic evidence was available.  A later phone call from Victim support suggested shed alarms might help.  The local police also visited and agreed to patrol the area as frequently as feasible.  Overall an impressive response.  The possibility of installing CCTV was discussed.  WH to investigate further.
6.2 Monthly Plot Inspection Report – none undertaken as work needed sent to plot holders after the last meeting.  KS and JJ had helped Plot 40 remove the contaminated IBC and move the remaining one back from the shed.
6.3 Plot waiting list – WH reported one for a full plot, who is also one of the six for a half plot.  Agreed to hold off allocating and potentially vacant plots until 1 January.
6.4 Poly tunnel report – KS submitted an updated report on the possibility of a Poly tunnel.  Agreed the first requirement was to find a location which would enable planning permission to be sought and then funding applications to be submitted.  Need do an assessment of the options for which type of poly tunnel to buy.  Agreed to set up a small working group to take this forward.  CL agreed to be on the working group, and other members to be found from non-committee members.
6.5 Suggested rule change – KS submitted proposals to tighten up on the plot inspection process. 
· Remove the option to rescind a Notice of Termination once it has been issued.  This means if a plot has not been brought up to scratch 28 days after a red notice they will be served with a Notice of Termination and have 28 days remove produce and equipment.
· Introduce a new rule that if a plot holder is issued with a second red in a 12 month period they will be served with a Notice of Termination and have 28 days to remove their produce and equipment.
· There was some debate about whether the 28 days to clear the plot should be reduced to 14 in line with the penalty for abusive behaviour.
· It was agreed to submit these proposals to the AGM. 
				
7. Land Registry - Progress report -EC Agreed to discuss options for pursuing this with EC at the earliest opportunity.

8. Horticultural Show -9 August 2026
8.1 Date of next meeting – CA will populate the Check list with progress to date on the next show and call a meeting in February unless the committee feel the need for a December meeting.
8.2 Field View Nursery raised bed.  MC outlined the work he and Jean had done to create a raised bed for the nursery to enable them to take part more effectively in the Potato Growing competition.  Using fund’s donated by the Mayor’s Charity Fund 2024-25, they purchase material from Barton Building Supplies and erected the bed.  There was sufficient in the fund to purchase 5 sets of tools and elephant watering cans.  MC and Jean were thanked for their work with young people.
