MINUTES
of the Committee meeting held at 7.00
on Tuesday 5 May 2026 at the Corn Exchange, 
Market Place.

1. Apologies: Mike Corlyon, Wanda Hibbert, Andy Roberts.

2. Minutes of the Previous Meeting – approved as a correct record, with the correction in 6.2 plot 48 should read plot 49. Proposed AB seconded CA.

3. Matters arising from the Minutes
3.1 Communication with Member: WH to be asked to email members with details of Garden Day and how to donate plants and rhubarb, drawing attention to the new rules on the shed. NJ

4. Correspondence
4.1 Letter of thanks from Penny Thornton for the Russet tree gift.
4.2 Emails from a member making unfair comments about aspects of site management.  Agreed NJ to write pointing out that the society and site are run by volunteers. NJ

5. Treasurer’s Report
5.1 Monthly Statement – MC had sent his apologies to the meeting but the accounts had been circulated earlier.  A full copy is included with these minutes. The main income was £1706.24 from the Town Council which represents the balance of the Mayor’s Charity fund for projects involving young gardeners.  It will be held in the BAS accounts until allocated to eligible projects.  The main expenditure was pest control, tablecloths for the show and display boards for multiple uses.  The balance is:
· £3726.86 available to spend
· This is an increase of £1354.05 over the month and £2266.66 over the year.
5.2 Bank account signatories – AR & CR now have their card readers etc but still no access to the account login details.  MC pursuing.

6. Site Managers’ Report 
6.1 Site Security – CCTV camera – all working fine.
6.2 Monthly Plot Inspection Report – The committee considered the report and agreed the following actions:
· Plots 1a, 8a, 9, 21a, 22a, 56, Amber letters as little or no work has been done in response to last months letters.
· Plots 24a and 35a letters reminding them as new plot holders of their obligation to manage their plots according to the rules.
· Plot 49 – no response to letters and other attempts to make contact.  Agreed to issue a Notice to Quit. 
6.3 Plot waiting list – 2 on each list.  WH is working on letting plot 49.  If unsuccessful a working party will cut down weeds and attempt to cover with tarps until the plot is let.
				
7. Land Registry – Awaiting response by 3 July.

8. Horticultural Show -8 August 2026
8.1 Report from April  Meeting – schedule ready to go to print with full list of sponsors.  Banners sent to MD signs for updating and small one will be available for the Garden Day.  MC & Jean working on carnival stall for picture on a postcard. Monica will coordinate catering team to help on the day, and tombola prizes.

Agreed to cost plants at £1. £1.50 and £2.00 with some bigger shrubs and plants individually priced.
9.2 NVS Visit July 27 2026 – KS agreed to give brief update on recent developments.  NJ on the history of the plots.
9.3 Mid summer gathering – 20 June.  SD coordinating food.  Gazebos booked.  Include request for contributions of food and help on the day in email to members. NJ/WH

10. Plot 47 Update
10.1 KS out lined his report of progress to date.  Planning permission has been granted with conditions on biodiversity net gain (area next to the western hedge behind the polytunnel) and starting the project within three years.
10.2 The committee agreed to general design for the purpose of a costing schedule and applying to for funding.
10.3 The committee considered the options appraisal  of 5 different designs and agreed to agreed to base the bid on a polytunnel from  Northern Polytunnels  at a cost of £7,200.  It uses Durathermic diffused polythene cover 5yr guarantee (“12 to 14 yr lifespan not uncommon”), low cost replacement cover, DIY installation, steel sliding doors and the only brand compliant with British Standard BS EN 13031 (sets out the engineering and construction requirements for greenhouses). Of similar design to that used by Humber Bridge Garden Centre.
10.4 It was noted that the design was 5 metres wide which would cover the width of the plot and not leave a gap by the path to the north as required by the Rules. After some discussion is was agreed that, as this was a community project, the committee would apply an exception to this rule as permitted by the Principles of Governance.
10.4	The committee agreed to apply to the National Lottery for the cost of the entire project as the first funder to approach. KS hopes to complete this in May.
10.5	Thanks were minuted to KS for all his work on this project and to Penny Thronton and Liz Cooper for the design.

12. Any Other Business
12.1 Congratulations to Mike and Jean Corlyon for being runners up in  the Town Award for their work in engaging children in gardening.
