2. Minutes of the Previous Meeting – approved as a correct record. P: AR S: CL

3. Matters arising from the Minutes - none

4. Correspondence
4.1 Rotary request  for help with serving Christmas Lunch on 7 Dec.  MC and Jean and KS have volunteered.  NJ available as well.

5. Treasurer’s Report
5.1 Monthly Statement – MC  reported that the main income and expenditure had been related to the Christmas Meal, but with interest of £117.49 from the savings account.
5.2 The balances at the end of November are:
· Funds available £6027.75 less reserves of £2556.75 - £3,450.29
· This represents a decrease in funds over the month of £423.38
· This represents an increase in funds over the year of £249.70

· Reduce the period allowed to remove produce and equipment following issue of Notice to Quit from 28 days to 14 days.
· To standardise the period of time to leave the plots from 28 days to 14 and adjust all relevant sections of relevant documents accordingly.
